Remember the Sabbath and Keep it Holy  

 
What is Sabbath?  Lynn Baab says that ―Sabbath is a weekly day of rest and worship.  A day to cease working and relax in 

God’s care for us.  A day to stop the things that occupy our workdays and participate in activities that nurture peace, worship, 

relationships, celebration and thankfulness.  The purpose of Sabbath is to clear away the distractions of our lives so we can rest 

in God and experience God’s grace in a new way.‖   

 

Jesus said, ―The Sabbath was made for humankind and not humankind for the Sabbath‖ (Mark 2:27).  God has given us a pre-

cious gift in Sabbath.  However, as Barbara Brown Taylor notes, ―we are so reluctant to accept the gift, God had to make it a 

command.‖  How often do we keep the fourth commandment – really keep it?  To live the gift of Sabbath is to engage in sim-

ple, time hallowing acts: 

Seek rest from daily occupation 

Share with others in worship 

Take time with God’s word 

Engage in acts of compassion 

Enjoy activities that refresh and renew the spirit. 

 

Over the next few weeks, I will be taking a type of Sabbath rest – a spiritual renewal leave, a block of continuous time to allow 

for spiritual renewal, physical and emotional refreshment, strengthening of family relationships and intellectual stimulation.  A 

spiritual renewal leave is an important part of maintaining focus, commitment, passion and skill for ministry.  A time apart 

encourages the pastor to step off the treadmill long enough to rest, renew and clarify vision for life and work.  Spiritual re-

newal leave offers benefits for both the pastor and the congregation.    

 

Spiritual renewal leave is not an extended vacation. Para. 351 of The United Methodist Book of Discipline states that   … 

clergy shall engage… in spiritual formation and growth in order to lead the church in fulfilling the mission of making disciples 

of Jesus Christ.  The Discipline recommends at least a month of renewal leave every four years. (it allows up to six months).  

  

During the month of July I will be resting, praying, reading and renewing my spirit by engaging in some creative activities.  I 

plan to spend some time at the Abbey of the Genesee, read and worship with our brothers and sisters within the United Meth-

odist connection and beyond. 

 

During the month of July lay speakers will be leading worship. Please support our lay speakers and our church by attend-

ing worship during the month of July. Please put yourself in their shoes.  Our lay speakers work diligently to craft meaning-

ful worship - what a disappointment to them if you are not there to receive their gift.   

 

Three United Methodist clergypersons will provide emergency pastoral care.  If you have a pastoral care need, please call 

Krista in the church office and she will see that a clergy person is made available to you.    

  

The Leadership Ministry Team approves this leave as does our District Superintendent, The Rev. Ted Anderson.  Ted has writ-

ten a letter of support and we would be happy to provide you with a copy if you would like.  If you have any questions, please 

feel free to discuss them with Pastor Sherri or A member of the Leadership Ministry Team. 

 

I pray that you and your family will take time for Sabbath; both this summer and in the days to come.

Closing an Annual Conference and 
Uniting to Form a New One 

 
As your Lay Person to Annual Conference I had the privilege of 

attending two annual conferences this year on your behalf.  The 

201st Western New York Annual Conference was held at Asbury 

First United Methodist Church here in Rochester on June 4th 

and 5th.   Clergy and laity met in separate sessions on Friday 

afternoon and gathered in the evening for a memorial service for 

clergy and spouses who had died in the past year.  It is always a 

touching service as the families join the Annual Conference in 

remembering their loved ones. 

 

Dr. Scott Johnson, our Lay Leader to Annual Conference, spoke 

at the laity session.  He encouraged and challenged us saying 

God has a plan and it’s going to happen through us.  Disciple-

ship is a challenge; membership is not.  He asked us to think 

about how many people our church’s ministries touch who are 

not at Sunday morning worship.  We are all laity and we need to 

think about where we fit in ministry.  We shouldn’t expect the 

clergy to do all the work of ministry; after all there are more 

laity than clergy. 

 

He continued to say if we only go to church, Sunday School and 

Bible Study how can we expect growth and vitality.  We need to 

engage at a different level.  Each of us is capable of giving 

something. We don’t have to be ordained to make visitations, 

teach Sunday School, lead a mission, etc. He also suggested 

taking advantage of fellowship time in our own church, get to 

know and support one another. It wasn’t just the clergy in our 

lives who spurred our faith, but the people in the pews.  Can you 

be that someone to someone else?  

 

The session on Saturday opened with worship followed by re-

ports from the Board of Ordained Ministries (led by our own 

Pastor Sherri Rood), the Conference Lay Leader, the Conference 

on Youth Ministry and the Covenant Council Reports.  You will 

find all these reports in a notebook located in the narthex labeled 

2010 Annual Conferences. 

 

In the afternoon session we voted on many closing resolutions to 

transfer membership and assets into the new annual conference 

called the Upper New York Annual Conference. A Service of 

Appointment and Closing Celebration ended our day and the 

Western New York Annual Conference. 

 

On Saturday, June 19th, 2000 United Methodists from the North 

Central, Troy, Western New York, and Wyoming Annual Con-

ferences, met at the OnCenter in Syracuse in a Uniting Confer-

ence to become the Upper New York Annual Conference.  It 

was an exciting day as we experienced the birth of a new annual 

conference.  The resolutions and reports from this conference 

can also be found in the Annual Conference notebook in the 

Narthex. 

   

A service of Commissioning, Recognition and Ordination was 

held at 4 p.m. after the conference.  The clergy were led by The 

Central New York Bagpiper’s Association as they walked the 

two blocks to the Crouse Hinds Theater where the service took 

place.  Two people were commissioned as deacons, 12 people 

were commissioned as elders, two people were recognized from 

other denominations as provisional elders, two people were or-

dained deacons, and 17 people were ordained as elders.  Family 

members, friends, and colleagues watched with pride and joy as 

Bishop Marcus Matthews presided along with Bishops 

Violet Fisher and Susan Hassinger. 

 

There is still much work to do in the days ahead for 

our new annual conference.  The next conference 

will be on September 11th in Albany to make budget 

decisions and other business. 

 

It has been an honor to serve as your Lay Leader to 

Annual Conference these past four years and if you 

have questions or comments, I invite you to contact 
me in person, by e-mail or phone.

When members of the facilities team have some spare time, 

they are invited to check the work request forms and complete 

the request.  Once the request has been completed, please com-

plete the bottom portion of the work request form, including 

your name and date the job was completed.
